After reading chapter two from Wu-Li, answer the following:
1. Descartes’ views on Newtonian physics pointed to an entirely deterministic universe, precluding the freedom of choice of individuals. Comment on this idea, and on how Werner Heisenberg’s ideas allow for individuals to choose their own future.

2. If we reject deterministic futures, we must also acknowledge that “re-dictions” (predictions of the past) must be equally uncertain.  Comment on this idea.

3. (Answer over page) Explain the Copenhagen Interpretation of Quantum Mechanics , and argue for it, or against it.
